Thera are threa
ventlation vertical shafts, the lallest one is more than 500 melers, higher than Taipei 101. Geological conditions along the
tunned abpnmen! ang very comphicated. Along the lunnel alignment, thers are six major faulls, ninety-eight fracture Zones, and
thirty- six high-pressure groundwater, This tolal length of Xusshan tunngl i5 12.942 km (8.042 mi), making il the second longes!
road tunnal in East Asia and the fifth longest road tunnel in the word. The Encyclopedia Britannica classed it as one ol the
world's most difficult tunned engineering projects,

The National Center for The Mational Center for Traditional Arts stands on a 24-heciare spread along the downstream bank of
the Dongshan River of Wujle Township, Yilan County. it was constructed te provide a wenue for thealer, music, dance,
handicrafi, and folk acrobatic performances. The twenty-one bullding structures and surrounding scenery depict the
combination of traditional and environmentally frendly green architecture. Through its active promaotion of varous study,
preservation, heritage, and perdformance ans programs, the canter has expanded the traditional ans to every school in Yilan,
Moreover, il has portrayed the ethnic ans and culture of different localities, thus introducing traditional s inlo the daiy lives of
the peopls and establishing itsell as the spiritual representation of Taiwan arts and culture. TGCA has aranged a variely of
marvelows traditonal folk shows and dedicious local gourmets for IFAWPCA Delagates to expedence a genuine taste of Taiwan.

Option 2 - Guanghua Market (rer technolagically savvy shapper)

Guanghua Market openad in 1973 under Guanghua Bridge between Bade Road and Civic Bouleward in Taipad, It was onginally
accupied-by wsed: book shops relocated from Guling Street and unlicensed shops from Bade Road. Business al the market
took a while 1o pick up due to the limited chofce of itams on sale. This began to change with the arrival of antique, jade, and
alectronic supply shops in 1979; and in the 19903 the market consolidated iis repuiation as the go-to place in Tfaipei for
computer equipment and other electronic gadgets, with ower a hundrad shops selling high-tach items. On January 18, 2006,
Guanghua Market was relocated to a new facility at 77 Jinshan North Road. In addition to computers and other electronic
penpherals, the new market sells branded: sportswear and athletic. gear, DVDs and CDs, posters, PC and conscle games,
baoks, steres aquipment. moblla phones, and more. The markel is known for i owide varaty, low pricas and conveanient
comparison shopping, making it a magnat for budget-minded student shoppers.
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Convention Tour

East Rift Valley

The East Rift Valley Is & long, namow valley flanked by the Central Mountain Range to the west and the Coastal Mountain
Range to the east. This is whers the Eurasian and the Philippine tectonic plales colided, resulting in the creation of many fault
fines Three main river systems, namely, the Hualien River, the Siouguluan River, and the Beinan River, create a closaly-knil
natwork of waterways in the area. Each of these rivers originates high in the mountaing at an elevation of 2,000 to 3,000
maters. These rivers have caused the formation of a vanety of geological landforms, such as canyons, walarfalls, hol springs,
meanders, river teraces, aflivial plains, faulls, and badiands. They have also created many unique natural landscapes.Of
these sights, The most spectacular is the 65-meter Luoshan Waterfalis located in the upper reaches of ihe Luozih River in Fuli's
Lun Mountain. The Rueisuel Fault, typical of the faults found in the area, is located (o the northeast of the Sagba River, Also
called the "Sacba Faull,” It is made up of discontinuous strata and almost vertical gravel lavers.The most typical of the
badlands terrain can be found at Liji Moon World, The fand is formed by layers of mud that have bean pushed up through
tectonic movemeants from the bottom of the sea lo the surface. The soft consistency of the geology and the long-term rain
ercsion has created many peculiar natural landscapes
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Sun Moon Lake

Sun Moon Lake is located in Yuchi Township of ‘Mantou County. It has a lotal area of T.73 square kilomelers, making it the
largest lake found in Taiwan. The sun shapa of the narthern half and the crascent moon shape of the southemn haif of the lake
earmned the lake s name. Sun Moon Lake Is a vast expansa of crystal dark green water lying In the embrace of towenng
mountains. The resplendent mountain and water scanary provide 3 beautiful backdrop for nature lovers. At dawn, a thin shroud
of mist adds a mysleriows, velled beauly to Sun Moon Lake. The lake waters reflect the rays of the rising sun peeking oul of the
mauntain crast and plarcing through the misty shroud over the lake, throwing back a mirror image of the shapes and line of
trees surrolnding the lake. Chirping birds and sounds of waking life cheerfully herald the coming of day and create a refreshing
maming melody. Sunset bathes the iake water with glistening gotden light, furning the lake into an enchanting mythical place. In
tha evening, the dark lake water reflects the sparkiing Bghts, creating a surface of bwinkling stass dancing lo the caressing
avening breeze. What soul could escape the beguiting call af such a ramantic ambience! Popular tourist spots surrounding the
Sun Moon Lake area inclede the Wenwu Temple, the Peacock Garden, the Sun Moon Village, Hsuan-Tsang Temple, Tzu-En
Pageda, and Hsuan-Kuang Templea,
